Bicycles may only be stored in the Hayden Hall Bicycle Room (if approved) or in the resident apartments.  

Bicycles found chained or stored at any other location within the building or on building property, 

except for street-side bicycle racks, will be removed and discarded. As stated in the Housing License, you 

are responsible for your personal property, and it is strongly recommended that you carry 

property/renters insurance. The School of Law is not liable for loss or damage to your personal property 

whatever the cause of that damage or loss.
